Canon Popham Church of England Primary and Nursery School

This broadly average sized primary school serves an economically mixed area.  It draws some of its pupils from beyond its immediate locality.  Almost all pupils are of White British heritage and very few are at the early stages of learning English.  The proportion of pupils with learning difficulties and/or disabilities is below average as is the proportion of pupils entitled to a free school meal.  The school’s Early Years Foundation Stage (EYFS) provision is made up of a Nursery and a reception class located in a separate, purpose built Foundation Unit.
